APPLICATIONS FOR THE A2 JUDGING LIST

JUDGES WHO WISH TO BE CONSIDERED FOR THE A2 JUDGING LIST, MUST HAVE ALL THE QUALIFICATIONS NEEDED FOR THE A3 LIST - (KC Rule).

3 Further assessments given by Kennel Club Accredited Trainers are required before a Breed Club can forward the official questionnaire to the Kennel Club. If you have had any of the following K.C. Assessments, please give full details.

The K.C. Assessments can be carried out at the following – 

A BREED CLUB OPEN OR LIMITED SHOW – can be 2 of the 3 Assessments – 12 dogs present (but the JSC will consider assessments done with 9, 10 or 11 dogs.

A GENERAL CANINE SOCIETY OPEN SHOW – can be 2 of the 3 Assessments. Minimum 12 dogs present = 2 Assessments, 5 to 11 dogs present = 1 Assessment

A BREED CLUB SEMINAR/ASSESSMENT DAY – Only 1 Assessment with a minimum of 5 dogs present. 

MOCK CLASSES – Conducting Assessments after a show has closed or after a seminar – can be 2 of the 3 assessments as long as the Code of Best Practise is followed.

With effect from 1st July 2005, any K.C. questionnaire submitted for a person to judge with CC’s for the very first time will only be accepted if details of a ‘hand-on assessment’ pass (relating to Confirmation and Movement) are included. This additional condition will be added to the A3 breed list criteria for breed specialists, with effect from January 1st 2007, after which no judge will be eligible for this list without having passed the Confirmation and Movement ‘hands-on assessment’
