AUTOPSY FORMS Mr. S. Yearley and Dr. H. Jones had updated the forms, and pointed out that an autopsy is particularly beneficial to the breed if a dog or bitch has produced an affected and yet been biopsied normal.

BOOKLETS  Mr. F. Bebbington reported that he has now had these done, and had brought them along for the Bedlington Stand on Discover Dogs.  He is still in the process of updating the others.  He has also done some on A4, which can be transferred straight to Breed Club Web Sites.

Mr. F. Bebbington reported that as requested he had written to Dr. Susan Haywood, he read out his letter and also her reply copies of which had been previously forwarded to members of the Health Group these were discussed in full.  

BLOOD RESULTS & CLINIC  Mr. Roger Bannister had sent copies of all Liver Profile Tests together with Biopsy Results where applicable from consenting owners which he has done for the Health Groups records.  29 dogs were Liver profiled yesterday none of the owners withholding their consent for the results to be forwarded to the Health Group.  Mrs. C. Bell reported that the subsidy agreed by the Health Group would not be as high as the £7.00 originally thought, more than likely between £3/£4 and is awaiting the Invoice.  Dr H. Jones asked that we thank Roger Bannister for giving his time and for all the information supplied.

CORRESPONDENCE  Mr. D. Taylor had received two letters both of which related to his report in the NBTC Bulletin and will be dealt with following the next meeting of the NBTC Committee.
Mrs. C. Bell had received a copy letter as Assistant Secretary of the M.B.T.C. which it is understood went to all Breed Club Secretaries.  Mrs. C. Bell had written to Dr. Susan Haywood personally, copies had been forwarded to all representatives, and she now read out Dr. Haywood’s reply. 

The Midland Bedlington Terrier Club would like to propose that £500.00 be sent to Dr. S. Haywood from the Health Group as we have done with Diane Cox, this was seconded by the Bedlington Terrier Association, all agreed.   This was left with Dr. H. Jones as Treasurer.

The Midland Bedlington Terrier Club reported that at their AGM they had been asked to run a Seminar relating to the Liver Profile Test and Biopsies, and that this should be at a basic level, as biopsy is something new to the majority of our members.
